Day 2: Salamanca Market and New Norfolk 

This morning your Journey Director will take you on a walking tour of the historic 
Hobart docks before a visit and free time for exploring at the famous Salamanca 
Market. Connect with the local producers and take in the sights, smells and sounds 
of this vibrant southern capital. Working up a hunger, you’ll head to New Norfolk 
for an indulgent lunch at the Agrarian Kitchen Eatery, a unique restaurant housed 
within the town’s historic asylum hospital and borne from a longing to grow and 
cook authentic local food where the ingredients speak for themselves. After 
a hearty lunch and some fabulous local wines, delve into this town’s dark past 
when you take a tour of the adjoining former Willow Court Asylum. This building 
predates Port Arthur, and the tour will take you on a journey deep into the dark 
and complex history of colonial mental health care on the penal isle. The night is 
free for you to explore at leisure. Take a wander  through the festival’s affiliated 
gallery spaces, signposted through central Hobart, to view the many installations 
along the way, or take this opportunity to experience one or two of the many pre-
bookable Dark Mofo events at different venues around the city.
